The Samaritans report that every
death by suicide costs on average £1.46 million. But it costs just £2,000 to support
one man through our life-saving intervention.

In a multi-year, ongoing partnership, a London-based law firm has
provided pro bono support, employee fundraising and donations from their
charity committee. We have supported their wellbeing strategies, offering
our expert insight on an awareness podcast and at a panel event.

A donation of £50,000 from a national retailer, with roots in the north west,
has supported 25 local men through a suicidal crisis. Alongside this, we
provide bespoke awareness resources and outreach sessions for their
employees.
